Do not leave the project until the last minute!  If you are stumped or frustrated, ask for help.  

1. Constructive Anger

A) Anger can be expressed in both destructive and constructive ways.  Using magazines and newspapers, build a collage portraying both constructive and destructive expressions of anger.  In some manner, you must designate which are the constructive and destructive components of anger. 

B) Write a composition addressing the following questions:

1) How did Cole Matthews deal with his anger? Was it constructive or    

     destructive?  Explain using examples from the text. 
2) How do you handle your own anger?  

2. Design your own At.’oow.  You may create this on paper or with cloth.  Your At.’oww must contain elements that are meaningful for you.  Write a composition explaining:   

a) the elements you included in your design and why you chose them

b) three elements that Cole would include in his own At.’oww and why.

Be creative!  Incorporate the culture you were introduced to in this novel, but integrate your own knowledge and ideas as well.
3. Imagine that you are Cole at the end of the novel.  Write a journal from Cole’s point-of-view outlining what you have learned from being isolated on the island that will help you change your life back in Minneapolis. 

4.  “Circles” is a theme that resonates in the text.  Circle Justice recognizes this cycle of life and uses this as a basis for their healing philosophy-those who harm are also part of the healing.  Are there any circles in your life, either positive or negative?   Using any variety of materials, construct your own circle.  You may use any forms of expression, including visual, to create your circle.  You will also write a composition explaining:

a) your circle and what you’ve learned from it

b) one of the circles in Cole’s life and what he learned from it.  

5. Spirit Bear is a mystical animal in the novel, yet he plays a pivotal role in Cole Matthew’s life.  If you were to have a Spirit Animal, what animal would it be?  Write a composition, describing the animal in full.  Remember to include its traits, appearance, habitat and any special powers it may have.  Also, describe how that animal would intervene in your life to change your direction and compare this to how Spirit Bear intervened in Cole’s life.  You may also include a visual representation (picture/drawing of your Spirit Animal).

6. Compose a written argument for or against Circle Justice.  Support your argument with evidence from the text, facts about actual Circle Justice events and personal opinion (using connections to self, text, media and world) as support.  Document your resources clearly.  Compose a written argument stating your position.
